The National Curriculum expectation for Primary Schools across the UK is that, by the end of Year 2, pupils are capable of recalling addition and subtraction facts up to 20.
With this in mind, we have created this document to ensure that all pupils at Hobbs Hill Wood Primary School are capable of this by Year 2. This document includes the expectation for each Year group for each term, as well as ideas to support learning. 
These expectations will inform teaching and learning as well as homework. The children’s recall will be assessed weekly from Reception to Year 2 with a focus on recalling at speed (within 6 seconds).

· Set Numberbots weekly as part of maths homework. 
· Set practise homework each week and test recall on Fridays using the progression outlined above.
· Practise addition/ subtraction skills weekly with a focus on numbers up to 5.
· Practise addition/ subtraction skills weekly with a focus on numbers up to 10.
· Practise addition of doubles up to 10/ 20.
